SECTION 4 : FIRST AID MEASURES

4.1. Description of first aid measures
In the event of exposure by inhalation :

Seek medical attention, showing the label.

If swallowed accidentally, call a doctor to ascertain whether observation and hospital care will be necessary. Show the

label.

8.2. Exposure controls

Personal protection measures, such as personal protective equipment
